There are as many 
different rules and 
regulations regarding 
developing property 
as there are cities. 
However, there are 
s o m e  c o m m o n  
characteristics that 
most all share. While 
the terms vary from 
city to city, there are 

basically three types of Plat:

Preliminary Plat:  This is a map of a more 
general nature typically used for large scale 
development.  A Preliminary Plat will typically 
only show the general area of the lots and 
streets.  This may not be required for all projects.

Final Plat:  This becomes the official map of 
record,  filed at the county courthouse.  This 
map precisely describes the property and gives 
the exact dimensions of the lots, streets, and 
easements of the property.  Under state law, only 
a Registered Professional Land Surveyor can 
prepare this plat.

Once the design is done, we can provide precise 
horizontal and vertical control for the 
construction of  buildings, roads, utilities and 
other improvements. To insure the best in quality 
control, we ask that the plans be transmitted to 
us electronically in the AutoCAD® format.
